Overall view of research activity

1.
Types of research activity

A unique global and polycentric research project for Edinburgh 2010 has been underway since 2007. Research is being done by a very wide variety of groups in many different ways. Most are putting a remarkable amount of their own resources into the work because of their commitment to Edinburgh 2010 and the memory of Edinburgh 1910.

Researchers included in the process fall into several different categories:

a) Nine groups working on the main study themes. Each group including representation from different institutions, regions, genders and confessions.

b) Interest groups working on the seven transversal themes

c) Regional study process forums or other international conferences addressing Edinburgh 2010 study themes, or Edinburgh 1910 or 2010 in general (at least 30 different events are known – see appendix 3)

d) Confessional activities, including six institutions designated by the Roman Catholic Church to work on Edinburgh themes and the Lausanne Movement which is working toward its own major conference in October 2010.

e) Individuals who are writing on Edinburgh 1910, 2010 or related mission themes and which to submit material.

f) Youth essay competition and online discussion.
The Edinburgh 2010 Research Coordinator started work in January 2009 and is supported by the Study Process Monitoring Group. The members, listed below, are representatives of the General Council and funding bodies, and also Dr Wonsuk Ma who is facilitating the publication of Edinburgh 2010 work through Regnum Books, Oxford.

2.
Outcomes of the study process

The main outputs envisaged from the research process are:

· Website. A comprehensive record of the polycentric study process on the Edinburgh 2010 website, including details of all the 2010 activities around the world, information about work done under the study themes and transversals, relevant papers, study material, and information about relevant publications. Links will be provided to organisation websites and online material. This will be a widely accessible resource for churches and researchers around the world to facilitate mutual understanding between churches, encourage cooperative endeavour in mission, and also represent mission and world Christianity to a wider world.

There is now a lot of activity on the website, with different study groups blogging about their activities and information being uploaded about events around the world. The Communications Officer who began work in May will enhance this part of the work further and make it an open process with as wide participation as possible.
· Publications. A series of publications will be published in the UK in the Regnum Studies in Mission and by associated publishers in other continents. The following three main volumes will appear and form the official record of the study process and conference:

· Edinburgh 2010 Vol. I: the papers of the Towards 2010 project which revisited the topics of 1910. Already published in May 2009, edited by David Kerr and Ken Ross.
· Edinburgh 2010 Vol. II: The pre-conference publication to inform discussion at the conference itself, which will include 10,000-word chapters from each of the nine study themes, and possibly material from the transversal groups as well, edited by Daryl Balia and Kirsteen Kim.

· Edinburgh 2010 Vol. III: the report of the conference, papers presented, statements, material from other conferences, input from transversal groups

Most study groups and some transversal and regional groups have other publications planned, which are being encouraged by Edinburgh 2010. Other volumes produced by related research groups, if approved by the series editors (Daryl Balia and Kirsteen Kim) and the publisher, can be included or co-published using the Edinburgh 2010 logo. The editors may also endorse other material as contributing to the study process.
· Resources for churches and missions. Study groups are being encouraged to disseminate their work in creative ways to reach a wider audience. They will be asked to highlight their main findings in a brief form and to suggest questions for discussion at the conference and in the churches. They will also need to produce reports and visuals for the conference itself. These may also be posted on the website.

· Bibliography. A complete bibliography of all publications related to Edinburgh 1910 and 2010 whether or not they are part of the official series. This will provide a lasting record of the state of mission worldwide in the early twenty-first century and enable follow-up studies.
3.
Integration of the various studies

A major challenge is how to integrate the varied research activities. The following multi-pronged policy has been devised:

· The Research Coordinator maintains an overview of what is going on and continually (up until the conference) puts groups and individuals in touch with each other where their interests overlap.
· Transversal, regional and confessional groups, and individual researchers, will be put in touch directly with leaders of the main study themes to which they most closely relate.

· By developing and maintaining the website to include reports on and material from all research activity, the activities of all the various groups will be open and available to one another.

· Translation of material produced by Francophone and Spanish-speaking groups is a necessary part of this process.

· Transversals and under-represented confessional groups will be invited to respond to material submitted by the nine main study groups for Edinburgh II (the pre-conference publication) in advance of the conference as well as at the conference.

· The Edinburgh 2010 conference itself will provide the greatest opportunity for cross-fertilization of perspectives across and within the nine study themes, the seven transversal themes, and the various regional and confessional groups. 70 representatives of the various study groups (main themes, transversal, regional and confessional) will be among the 250 delegates there.
· An online discussion forum will precede the conference to maximise participation and discussion through the website may also be summarised for the post-conference publication.

· Edinburgh Vol. III (post-conference) will demonstrate the extent to which integration has been achieved.

B. Nine main study groups
General observations on main study groups

· All the main study groups have two or more conveners, a core group, and have a process set up which can reasonably be expected to produce a usable 10,000-word paper by 15th September 2009 for the pre-conference publication.

· All groups have male and female co-conveners and have achieved good (but less than 50%) participation by women in their core groups.

· Almost all have demonstrated that they are confessionally representative as well, although the numbers of Roman Catholic, Orthodox and Pentecostal participants are lower, reflecting the original constituency of Edinburgh 1910. There is one Roman Catholic among the conveners, two Orthodox and two Pentecostal co-conveners. Evangelicals are well represented in almost every group, and all but one group includes an Evangelical co-convener.

· It has been a struggle in view of the limited budget available to achieve regional representation but all but one of the groups could be described as having worldwide participation.

· A very wide range of institutions and church and mission agencies are represented in the make-up of the groups.

· Many, if not most, centres of mission studies and world Christianity in different parts of the world are involved in the Edinburgh process, although not all.

· Regions of the world not well represented in the study are: the Pacific, the former Soviet Union and the Middle East. Attempts will continue to improve the profile of these regions.

This group was reformed at the beginning of this year to reflect the long-term commitment of CWME to this theme. Of the three conveners, Revd Darrell Jackson plays a moderating role. Revd Jackson and Ms Avtzi attended part of the CWME-F&O consultation on missiology and ecclesiology at the beginning of March 2009; afterwards they also met with Dr Gonda and agreed that a modified version of the paper already in preparation by CWME should form the contribution to Edinburgh II on this theme. The drafting group for this (Dr Gonda, Revd Ron Wallace, Presbyterian Church in Canada and Dr Jooseop Keum, WCC staff) will be expanded with Orthodox and Pentecostal participants to form the core group. A drafting group meeting will be held in June 2009, and a consultation is arranged in Germany in the first week of September.
Some other events relating to this theme include: A conference planned at Liverpool Hope University, UK, in May 2010 on ecumenism in Liverpool 1860-2010; the European Pentecostal Charismatic Research Association conference in Oxford on 12-15 August 2009; and the National Council of Churches USA Faith and Order conference in March 2010. Transversal themes

1.
Women and mission

A group of Geneva-based organisations: WCC, World Alliance of Reformed Churches, World Student Christian Federation, Lutheran World Federation and Mission 21 held a consultation on ‘Towards Edinburgh: Feminist Perspectives on Mission and Theological Education in the 21st Century’ at Bossey on 24-28 Nov 2009. This was convened by Dr Fulata Mbano-Moya at the WCC. She has been feeding names of women contributors for the other groups and is organising a short contribution from women’s perspectives for the pre-conference publication.
2.
Youth and mission

The Edinburgh 2010 youth coordinator, Kirk Sandvig, is gathering a network of global youth organisations representing the main confessions and encouraging them to contribute to the study process by writing, raising issues, and presenting findings in a youth-friendly way. An essay competition for youth is being organised, for which the prize will be attendance at the 2010 conference.
3.
Reconciliation and healing

The German Institute for Medical Mission (Difäm) has been conducting research on reconciliation and healing and is bringing out a booklet on healing communities at the end of the year. Their second meeting was held in Nairobi on 1-3 Dec 2008. The group is being represented at the consultations of study theme 7 on Christian communities in Nairobi and Edinburgh. The consultation at the Seminari Theoloji Malaysia on ‘Mission as Reconciliation in Pluralistic Contexts’, 8-11 June 2009, will also contribute to this theme.
4.
Bible and mission – mission in the Bible

The Francophone Association for Mission Studies (AFOM) has been doing extensive work in this area and is preparing on a book on biblical mission figures as their contribution to this topic. Revd Jacques Matthey of AFOM and WCC will also feed in AFOM perspectives on biblical foundations for mission at the consultation for Theme 1.
Links are also being made with Scripture Engagement, a project of the Bible Societies and agencies for Bible translation to facilitate their contribution.
5.
Contextualisation, inculturation and dialogue of worldviews

The World Evangelical Alliance has two working groups on ‘Contextualization Revisited’ who will be asked to contribute. St Vladimir’s Orthodox Seminary, New York, has also expressed interest in contributing.
6.
Subaltern voices

Dr Deenabandhu Manchala who in responsible for the WCC’s work on just and inclusive communities is leading this transversal. Work on the topic includes a Dalit conference on Edinburgh themes, at the Henry Martyn Institute, Hyderabad, India, 23-27 Sept 2009, on ‘Mission at and from the Margins’. Dr Manchala also co-organised the Theme 1 Foundations for Mission consultation in Bossey in May 2009 and brought in the experience of those on the receiving end of mission. There is potentially a close link with the study for Theme 4 on Mission and Power, which is focused on the experience of First Nations peoples.

Following the General Council meeting in April 2009, it is clear that four day event in Edinburgh itself, ‘will be an occasion when those taking part in the international study process will engage with representatives from the worldwide church to explore what challenges the study process may bring to the life of churches over the years to come’. 70 participants in the study process will attend, together with delegates sent from the churches and mission organisations by the sponsoring bodies. The results of the study process are not confined to academic discussion but must be really engaged with in the conference sessions on study themes. This means that presenters and the conference process must utilise a variety of media. The foundation laid by the study process, in which so many diverse groups are working together, also has the potential to enhance the conference worship and programme as a whole, leading to an integrated and holistic conference experience. If this happens, the event will not only be motivational but will also facilitate actual cooperation and unity in witnessing to Christ today. There is much to be done between now and June 2010 but the study process of the Edinburgh 2010 project looks set to provide a firm foundation of knowledge and mission thinking which will inform the debates at the conference and leave a lasting legacy of Edinburgh 2010. 
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
